Diaper Need
Before the pandemic began, we already knew about 1 in 4 families in King County were
experiencing diaper need, and we know certain communities are disproportionately impacted by
diaper need due to racist structures including housing, government aid, and education. Black
caregivers and Latinx caregivers are over 2x as likely to experience diaper need. Families living in
South King County and LGBTQ families are also experiencing significantly higher rates of diaper
need.
